Krista presents SPF Annual Report:
·         FY2017 was a successful year for the SPF: it won a prestigious award from the City of Montreal, and launched a new application form for projects under $5,000, to name a few accomplishments.
·         The SPF has allocated approximately $6 million in funding to date, which is in line with revenues.
·         The SPF received 43 applications, the most of any year since 2013, which is due to the increased outreach efforts that reached over 3,800 stakeholders.
·         New project learning outcomes and impacts were shared in this report, which are the result of updated reporting measures.
·         The full Annual Report will be published on the SPF website after it is shared with all of the student societies. (Only PGSS is remaining).
